Per guidance received from OHRP, for persons who are electronically monitored, if the monitoring is implemented to detain the individual, such as during house arrest, the individual is considered a prisoner under subpart C. If an electronic monitor is used to watch an individual’s movement, they would not be considered a prisoner. ]

[3:  “Minimal risk” for research involving prisoners is the probability and magnitude of physical or psychological harm that is normally encountered in the daily lives, or in the routine medical, dental, or psychological examination of healthy persons.] 

· The prisoner representative must concur with the determination that the research involves no greater than minimal risk.
· The prisoner representative must review the research as a reviewer or as a consultant.  
· Review of modifications and continuing review must use the same procedures for initial review using this expedited procedure including the responsibility of the prisoner representative.
